With less than two weeks before the state election, I urge you to contact your
local MPs and candidates to talk to them about the importance of capital
works funding for Catholic schools in western Sydney.

Recently, our Executive Director of Schools, Greg Whitby met with Minister
Adrian Piccoli to urge him to consider the needs of the 25% of children and
young people who attend Catholic schools in western Sydney. Although the
meeting was positive, no commitment to capital works funding was made. I
urge you to email your local STATE Candidates to tell them that capital
works funding is an important issue for you in the upcoming election.
